I. MINUTES APPROVED: 

Chairman Nelson asked i f there was any discussion on the regular meeting held 
April 25, 1962. There was none. The minutes stood approved as read. 

I I . CONSIDERATION OF PROPOSED CHANGE IN ZONING DISTRICT MAP. 
The following change in the Zone District Map was approved for recommendation to 
the council. 
The North 120 feet of Blocks A and F, Mesa Gardens Subdivision, to be re-zoned 
from R-l-C, Single Family Residence, to P, Off-Street Parking. 
Block A of Mesa Gardens Subdivision, Except the North 120 feet, to be re-zoned 
from R-l-C, Single Family Residence, and R-2, Two-Family Residence, to B-1 Limited 
Business. 
Above area i s between 22nd Street and the alley East of 19th Street and between 
Ouray Avenue and Grand Avenue. 

I I I . CONSIDERATION OF PROPOSED CHANGES IN ZONING ORDINANCE TEZT. 
The following changes in the Grand Junction Zoning Ordinance Text were approved for 
recommendation to the council. 

Section 5. PARKING AND LOADINGa 

b. (1) Every building as a part of an institutional, business, com­
mercial or industrial use hereafter erected, moved, converted, 
extended, enlarged or increased shall maintain the follo\\dng 
o f f — s t r e e t loading spaces: 

TO BE AMENDED TO READ: 
b. (1) Every building as a part of an institutional, business, 

commercial or industrial use hereafter erected, moved converted, 
extended, enlarged or increased. EXCEPT THOSE ON PREMISES 
WHICH ABUT AN ALLEY SUBJECT TO ALLEY LOADING RESTRICTIONS IN 
THE TRAFFIC ORDINANCE PROHIBITING THE PARKING OF PASSENGER 
VEHICLES, WITHOUT SPECIAL PERMIT, FOR ANY PURPOSE, shall main­
tain the following off-street loading spaces;

D e f i n i t i o n of "Sign*' reading as f o l l o w s : 

Sign..Any words, l e t t e r i n g , f i g u r e s , numerals, phrases, sentences 
devices, designs, p i c t u r e s , or trade marks by which anything 
i s made known, such as are used to designate a f i r m an 
a s s o c i a t i o n , a c o r p o r a t i o n , a business, a s e r v i c e or a com­
modity or product, or any type of p u b l i c i t y or propaganda, 
whether placed on n a t u r a l o b j e c t s or on a b u i l d i n g , fence 
or other man-made s t r u c t u r e , which are v i s i b l e from any 
p u b l i c s t r e e t , or p u b l i c road right-of-ways. Signs l e g i b l e 
from two opposite d i r e c t i o n s s h a l l be considered two signs 
f o r the area but not f o r permit purposes.

Sign..Any words, l e t t e r i n g , f i g u r e s , numerals phrases, sentences 

devices, designs, p i c t u r e s , or trade marks by which anything 
i s made known, such as are used to designate a f i r m , an 
a s s o c i a t i o n , a c o r p o r a t i o n , a business, a s e r v i c e or a comm­
o d i t y or product, or any type of p u b l i c i t y or propaganda, 
whether placed on n a t u r a l o b j e c t s or on a b u i l d i n g , fence 
or other man-made s t r u c t u r e , which are v i s i b l e from any pub«-
l i e road right-of-ways. 

S e c t i o n 4. SZ-8NS 
b. (3) Any fre e - s t a n d i n g s i g n s t r u c t u r e or sig n on top of a 

b u i l d i n g s h a l l not be l o c a t e d c l o s e r than allowed by s e t ­
back and yard requirements t o any l o t l i n e and s h a l l not 
exceed the maximum b u i l d i n g height permitted i n the zone 
d i s t r i c t . Any s i g n supported by such f r e e - s t a n d i n g s i g n 
s t r u c t u r e and any part of which p r o j e c t s over the p u b l i c 
right-of-way must be at l e a s t 12 fee t above grade and can­
not extend f u r t h e r than a point 2 f e e t i n back of the 
curb f a c e . 

TO BE AMENDED TO READ. 
b. (3) Any f r e e standing s i g n s t r u c t u r e or sig n on top of a 

b u i l d i n g s h a l l not be l o c a t e d c l o s e r than allowed by s e t ­
back and yard requirements to any l o t l i n e and s h a l l not 
exceed the maximum b u i l d i n g height permitted i n the zone 
d i s t r i c t . Any s i g n supported by such f r e e standing s i g n 
s t r u c t u r e and any part of which p r o j e c t s over the p u b l i c 
right-of-way OR THE REQUIRED SETBACK AREA must be at l e a s t 
12 f e e t above grade and cannot extend f u r t h e r than a point 
2 f e e t i n back of the x u r b f a c e . 

c. (1) No sig n may extend over the p u b l i c right-of-way more 
than s i x f e e t or c l o s e r than 5 fe e t to the curb face un­
l e s s the bottom point of such s i g n i s at l e a s t 14 feet 
above the top of the curb. In no case s h a l l any p r o j e c t i n g 
s i g n extend beyond the face of the curb. 

TO BE AMENDED TO READ. 
c. (1) No sig n may extend over the p u b l i c right-of-way or set» 

back area more than s i x f e e t or c l o s e r than 5 fe e t to the 
curb face unless the bottom point of such s i g n i s at 
l e a s t 14 feet above the top of the curb. In no case 
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s h a l l any p r o j e c t i n g s i g n extend beyond the face of the 
curb. 

Representatives of Western Neon Company, Colorado Neon Company and 
Cochran Outdoor A d v e r t i s i n g Company appeared at the meeting. 
Proposed changes i n porch r e g u l a t i o n s , set-back r e g u l a t i o n s and apart­
ment r e g u l a t i o n s were ta b l e d f o r f u r t h e r c o n s i d e r a t i o n and hearing was 
continued u n t i l the next re g u l a r meeting of planning commission. 

IV. ADJOURNMENT. 
There being no f u r t h e r business to come before the commission the meet 
ing was duly adjourned. 
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
