I t was moved by Harper and seconded by McMullin 
that the Commission recommend to the City Council that the north one-half of 
Block 132, now c l a s s i f i e d as Residence "B" be r e c l a s s i f i e d to Business "A" 
c l a s s i f i c a t i o n , and that the south one-half of Block 132, now c l a s s i f i e d as 
Residence "C" be r e c l a s s i f i e d as Business "A" c l a s s i f i c a t i o n . Motion carried.
