
GRAND JUNCTION PLANNING COMMISSION 
Wednesday, June 26, 1957, at 3:00 P. M.

Chairman McMullin s t a t e d that the primary reason f o r c a l l i n g t h i s 
meeting was to take up u n f i n i s h e d business, p a r t i c u l a r l y i n regard 
to the adoption of a committee system. He made the f o l l o w i n g 
suggestions as to committees he considered necessary: 

1. Committee on P u b l i c Works and Planning: Their d u t i e s would 
be to make recommendations regarding the adoption of p u b l i c 
works, master plans such as have been worked out by the 
Chamber of Commerce i n connection with our Water Development 
Program, f u t u r e development of parks and playgrounds, e t c . 

2. Zoning Committee: r e c e i v e p e t i t i o n s f o r rezoning and submit 
them to the Commission f o r a c t i o n a f t e r on-the-spot i n v e s t i ­
g a t i o n s . 

3. O v e r - A l l Planning: to work wi t h County Planning D i r e c t o r 
Gene A l l e n i n developing plans. 

4. Urban Renewal: to get i n f o r m a t i o n from Federal Government 
on home f i n a n c i n g , and other agencies i n t e r e s t e d i n pro­
motional e f f o r t s along that l i n e . A l s o , promote i n t e r e s t 
i n improving the neighborhood. 

A l s o , he suggested there could be a Committee on Zoning Ordinances, 
whose duty would be to make recommendations as needed w i t h reference 
to c l e a r i n g up the c l a s s i f i c a t i o n s . This Committee, and a committee 
on Annexation, are needed r i g h t away. 
Mr, McMullin a l s o suggested that the ordinance governing the 
Planning Commission should be changed, a l l o w i n g a l a r g e r Board and 
i n c l u d i n g the committees. This Ordinance should i n c l u d e the C i t y 
Manager as an E x - o f f i c i o member of the Commission 
The Board agreed not to have A l t e r n a t e s on Planning Commission. 
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Mr. Spencer s t a t e d that the three most important problems f a c i n g 
the Commission were: 

1. Commission should be enlarged to nine people, e l i m i n a t i n g 
the A l t e r n a t e s who would become r e g u l a r members. 

2. Adopt By-Laws and Rules of Procedure, 
3. Get Committees set up. 

The most important things c o n f r o n t i n g the Board at t h i s time seem 
to be: 

1. Determine who the nine people are to be # 

2. Recomend to the C i t y C o u n c i l that the Planning Commission 
be enlarged to nine members, and a l t e r n a t e s be done away 
w i t h . 

3. Commission of n i n e , when appointed and q u a l i f i e d , should 
adopt some Rules and Regulations, along the l i n e of those 
submitted by Gene A l l e n , 

4. Recommend that the C i t y S t a t u t e s and Ordinances be f l e x i b l e 
enough to permit these committees and a l s o permit out-side 
c i t i z e n s to serve on these committees under the l e a d e r s h i p 
of a Commission member.
