RESOLUTION 

WHEREAS the d i s t r i c t along North Avenue i s fast be-
comming a business d i s t r i c t and, in our opinion, w i l l 
eventually a l l become a business d i s t r i c t ; and 

WHEREAS one of the purposes of zoning i s to make such 
regulations as are proper in view of the character of the 
d i s t r i c t and i t s peculiar s u i t a b i l i t y for particular uses, 
with a view to conserving the value of buildings and en­
couraging the most appropriate use of the land; 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that we recommend to the 
City Council of the City of Grand Junction that a l l set­
back provisions be eliminated in Business "A" dist r i c t s 
and that in doing so the Council protect, as far as possible^, 
the owners of lots on which buildings have been erected 
in accordance with prior setback requirements.
