
BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT 
MEETING

The f i r s t item considered by the Board was the 
request of E a r l Fuoco f o r a request of variance 
from S e c t i o n 16 of Uniform B u i l d i n g Code i n 
order to construct a wooden fence 236 f t . long, 
96 f t . back from the s t r e e t , across l o t s at 
750 North 1st S t r e e t , to d i v i d e used car 
d i s p l a y area from used car storage area. 
A f t e r d i s c u s s i o n , motion was made by Mr. Cheever 
that the Board allow t h i s fence; however, the 
fence must have a minimum of 12 f t . on each end 
constructed of non-combustible m a t e r i a l . Motion 
was seconded by Mr. Randolph, and c a r r i e d . 

Next considered by the Board was the request 
of Louis T. Lepinotes f o r a request f o r variance 
from Chapter 83, Sec 8, Paragraph 74b, side 
yard requirements, to permit a t o o l storage 
cabinet to be b u i l t i n an e x i s t i n g carport at 
101 H a l l Avenue. 
A f t e r d i s c u s s i o n i n which i t was brought out 
that t h i s e x i s t i n g carport i s already boarded 
up on one s i d e , therefore the v u i l d i n g of t h i s 
cabinet would i n no way a f f e c t ; t h e v i s i b i l i t y 
of a d j o i n i n g p r o p e r t i e s , motion was made by 
Mr. Hopper that the Board allow t h i s variance 
so that the t o o l storage cabinet may be b u i l t 
i n the ca r p o r t . Motion was seconded by Mr. 
Randolph, and c a r r i e d . 

There being no f u r t h e r business to come before 
the Board, meeting was adjourned.
