In the d i s c u s s i o n , i t was brought out that at one time Dr. Rupp d i d 
l i v e at t h i s address, but t h a t he now l i v e s i n H i l l c r e s t Manor. 
The Board f e l t t hat a d w e l l i n g used s o l e l y as an o f f i c e b u i l d i n g and 
an o f f i c e i n a person's own home are two d i f f e r e n t matters, and the 
C j t y Attorney has r u l e d that the f a c t that Dr. Rupp maintains an 
apartment on the second f l o o r of t h i s property has no bearing on the 
case. 
A l s o , i t was the concensus of op i n i o n that t h i s r e a l l y would be 
"spot zoning", and the motion was made by Mr. Hotchkiss and seconded 
by Mr. Randolph that the Board deny t h i s request. Motion c a r r i e d . 
The suggestion was made that Dr. Rupp t r y to rezone the e n t i r e b l o ck. 
Upon motion, the meeting was duly adjourned.
