The meeting was c a l l e d to order by Chairman Ray Hume, 
PURPOSE OF MEETING 
Mr. Hume s a i d t h i s meeting of the e n t i r e Board had been c a l l e d i n 
order that they could make a d e c i s i o n on the request of the Book­
c l i f f Development Corporation f o r c o n d i t i o n a l use 4.5 i n order to 
construct the motel i n t h e i r development p r o j e c t on North 7th S t r e e t . 
DISCUSSION 
Board members rec e i v e d copies of the minutes of the meeting h e l d 
F r i d a y , February 24, 1961, and the Chairman asked i f anyone had any 
a d d i t i o n a l information e i t h e r f o r or against t h i s proposed motel. 
Mr. A l s t a t t showed an o r i g i n a l plan o f the development which was 
the one that had been presented to the zoning committee of the 
Planning Commission at the time the zoning was requested and which 
showed a d i f f e r e n t l o c a t i o n f o r the motel u n i t s . 
Dr. Bosma s a i d t h i s had been the o r i g i n a l p l a n , but th a t i t had not 
worked out and w i t h i n a week or two the plan that they have today 
was worked out. This plan and the f u l l s c a l e model the a r c h i t e c t 
had b u i l t have been a v a i l a b l e and are p r a c t i c a l l y the same as the 
plan they have today. He s a i d they have not made any changes, 
p a r t i c u l a r l y i n any major matters, f o r the l a s t ten months. 
The Chairman asked i f there were any questions from the Board 
members, or any f u r t h e r d i s c u s s i o n . There was none. 
ACTION OF BOARD 
Mr. Hopper made the f o l l o w i n g motion: A f t e r c o n s i d e r a t i o n of the 
four f a c t o r s p e r t a i n i n g to c o n d i t i o n a l use 4.5, the Board being 
s a t i s f i e d that these requirements have been complied with by the 
a p p l i c a n t , recommends that t h i s c o n d i t i o n a l use 4.5 be granted so 
that t h i s motel may be b u i l t i n t o the B o o k c l i f f development area on 
North 7th S t r e e t . Motion was seconded by Mr. Randolph, and c a r r i e d 
by a unanimous vote. 
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Mr. A l s t a t t asked i f t h i s permission were only f o r the one u n i t , and 
i n case the other were b u i l t would they have to rec e i v e permission 
f o r i t , a l so? 
Development D i r e c t o r Don Warner s a i d i n the theory of a c o n d i t i o n a l 
use a complete pl a n must be presented f o r each use, and since no 
plan has been presented f o r t h i s second u n i t , they would have to 
come before the Board again w i t h a plan f o r any a d d i t i o n a l u n i t s . 
Dr. Bosma requested that the records show that the p l o t plan contains 
the idea of a second u n i t and that t h e i r u l t i m a t e goal and i n t e n t 
i s to have a 20-unit motel. 

ADJOURNMENT 
Motion to adjourn was made by Mr. F e l t , seconded by Mr. Brownson, 
and c a r r i e d .
