I. CAR WASH, 28^ ROAD AND NORTH AVENUE. 

This was the date set for hearing on conditional use 
(5.8 mechanical car wash) in a C - l zone. Mr. Bouchard 
stated that the plan of development would be the same 
as previously approved for location at 21st Street and 
North Avenue. He explained that he was unable to go 
ahead with t h i s development at 21st Street and North 
Avenue because the property owners from whom he was 
to lease the land had sold t h e i r interest. The land 
in question for t h i s hearing is owned by Mr. Amos Raso 
and i s located at the Northeast corner of 28-§- Road and 
North Avenue. The Board discussed this location. Mr. 
Turner asked i f there had been any comment from the 
neighbors on this use. It was stated that there had 
been no comment either for or against t h i s use. Mr. 
Mastrovich made a motion that t h i s conditional use be 
granted for t h i s changed location. The motion was 
seconded and carried.
