I . CONDITIONAL USE - 4.5 RESIDENCE, UNLIMITED - 9 3 5 NORTH 
TWELFTH STREET 

The meeting opened w i t h a request by Mr. Turner that the Ordinance 
covering B-1, L i m i t e d Business 4.5 C o n d i t i o n a l Use be read f o r 
the purpose of c l a r i f i c a t i o n . 
Mr. Tucker prefaced h i s request f o r t h i s C o n d i t i o n a l Use w i t h the 
statement that the 10 u n i t s now i n existence were c l e a r l y permitted 
under R-3 and that i t was not h i s i n t e n t to go to f u l l - s c a l e motel 
usage. I t was a s c e r t a i n e d that Mr. Tucker's main reason f o r the 
request was to take care of the over-flow from motels needing 
a d d i t i o n a l l a r g e f a m i l y u n i t s w i t h cooking f a c i l i t i e s . In a d d i t i o n 
Mr. Tucker's cooperation w i t h Mesa College f o r f a c u l t y and student 
r e n t a l had created summer vacancies. In answer to the question 
as to who would be i n charge of r e n t i n g the u n i t s , Mr. Tucker 
explained that although there was a manager on the premise, Mrs. 
Tucker would continue to screen a l l prospective r e n t e r s . 
Before t a k i n g a c t i o n on the request, Mr. Turner asked Mr. Stockton 
to read the G u i d e l i n e s on C o n d i t i o n a l Use, 
At t h i s time an o b j e c t i o n was entered against the g r a n t i n g of t h i s 
C o n d i t i o n a l Use on the question of the extent to which C o n d i t i o n a l 
Use would be allowed, the e f f e c t on property v a l u a t i o n , and the 
increased t r a f f i c i n the area. I t was explained that only the 
f i r s t four l o t s at the southwest corner of Twelfth and B e l f o r d "~ 
would be i n v o l v e d . I t ivas noted that as t h i s area i s p r e s e n t l y 
zoned f o r B-1, Business L i m i t e d , the C o n d i t i o n a l Use i f approved 
would p e r t a i n to t h i s p a r t i c u l a r s i t e and would not extend to 
the e n t i r e neighborhood. Mr. Tucker contended that he d i d not 
b e l i e v e that the intended usage would a f f e c t property value. In 
f a c t , the property behind the u n i t , acquired two years ago, has 
been improved to the extent that there i s now complete o f f - s t r e e t 
parking (18 a v a i l a b l e parking spaces i n a l l ) and the parking 
space on the north side has been sodded* 

The question was asked as to whether or not there was i n t e n t to 
request removal of the curb on B e l f o r d to provide f o r a d d i t i o n a l 
p arking. Mr. Tucker r e p l i e d i n the negative. 
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Mr. Turner proposed that as a matter of record i f the Board should 
see f i t td grant t h i s request, the C o n d i t i o n a l Use should be made 
contingent upon Mr. Tucker's agreeing to use the b u i l d i n g as i t 
i s now, 
A motion that the request f o r C o n d i t i o n a l Use of the 10 u n i t s 
without r e b u i l d i n g be granted was made by Mr, Susman and seconded 
by Mr. Randolph. Motion c a r r i e d . 

I I . ADJOURNMENT 
There being no f u r t h e r business to come before the Board, the 
meeting adjourned at 8:40 a.m.
