I. MINUTES APPROVED 
Mr. Turner asked f o r a d d i t i o n s or c o r r e c t i o n s to the minutes 
of A p r i l 4, 1967. There being no a d d i t i o n s or c o r r e c t i o n s , 
the minutes were approved. 

I I . APPROVAL OF CONDITIONAL USE 1.8 BULK DEVELOPMENT IN R-l-C 
(SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENCE) 
Mr. Warner presented plans to the Board of the proposed 
condominium apartments to be constructed on the West side 
of North 12th S t r e e t approximately 1,000 f e e t North of 
Patterson Road. 
The B u i l d i n g Code sta t e s each house i n a R-l-C zone s h a l l 
have frontage on a p u b l i c road which does not comply. 
C i t y s e r v i c e s w i l l be on North 12th S t r e e t . Roads i n t o the 
development are p r i v a t e r o a d s , 
The u n i t s w i l l be approximately 150 to 200 f e e t back from 
12th S t r e e t . Three condominium type apartments are pro­
posed w i t h a t o t a l o f 18 u n i t s f o r the three. 
Mr. Turner asked i f t l i e Board was to approve a var i a n c e . 
Mr. Warner explained t h a t t h i s was not a v a r i a n c e , but that 
the Board was to approve or disapprove bulk development 1.8 
i n a R-l-C zone as a C o n d i t i o n a l Use. 
Mr. Susman moved to approve the C o n d i t i o n a l Use 1.8 Bulk 
Development i n t h i s R-l-C zone. Mr. Hobbs seconded. 
Motion was unanimously approved.
