L i n d a W e i t z e l , r e p r e s e n t i n g the C i t y P l a n n i n g Department, was 
p r e s e n t . 

T e r r i T r o u t n e r was p r e s e n t t o r e c o r d the minutes. 

The minutes of J u l y 13, 1988 were approved as s u b m i t t e d .

T h i s was the second time t h i s p r o p o s a l has come b e f o r e the Board. 
D i s c u s s i o n ensued over the p r e v i o u s reasons f o r d e n i a l of t h i s 
p r o p o s a l . Ms. Baker f e l t t h a t by changing the h e i g h t of the 
s i d e w a l k , she had e f f e c t i v e l y a d d r e s s e d the Board's co n c e r n over 
d r a i n a g e . 

Chairman Hogan r e i t e r a t e d t o Ms. Baker t h a t o t h e r c r i t e r i a w hich 
must be met b e f o r e the Board c o u l d g r a n t a v a r i a n c e s t i l l had not 
been met. He p o i n t e d out the l a c k of h a r d s h i p s p e c i f i c t o her 
p a r t i c u l a r p r o p e r t y and the f a c t t h a t she c o u l d p l a c e t h i s c a r p o r t 
i n the r e a r p o r t i o n of her p r o p e r t y as o t h e r s i n the neighborhood 
have done. 

Other Board members c o n c u r r e d w i t h t h e s e t h o u g h t s . 

L i n d a W e i t z e l noted t h a t i f Ms. Baker put the c a r p o r t i n the r e a r 
p o r t i o n of her p r o p e r t y , no v a r i a n c e would be r e q u i r e d . 

L i n d a t o l d the Board t h a t based on d i r e c t i o n from C i t y Admin­
i s t r a t i o n , a l l motions s h o u l d be made i n the a f f i r m a t i v e . She 
reminded them t h a t a d e n i a l of the a f f i r m a t i v e motion meant a 
d e n i a l of the p r o p o s a l ; a m a j o r i t y v o t e f o r the p r o p o s a l was 
o f f i c i a l a p p r o v a l .
