I. APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

Elmer/Pomrenke 3-0 to approve as submitted. Both S h e i l a h Ren­
berger and Chairman Hogan a b s t a i n e d from v o t i n g ( S h e i l a h was 
absent from the l a s t meeting). 

I I . MEETING 

Chairman Hogan i n t r o d u c e d S h e i l a h Renberger as the newest member 
of the Board of Appeals. She r e c e n t l y moved to Grand J u n c t i o n 
from Kennewick, Washington, and has p a r t i c i p a t e d on v a r i o u s 
boards and c o u n c i l s i n that c i t y . 

1. #89-4 C o n s i d e r a t i o n of a request to vary the f r o n t y a r d 
setback from 45 f e e t from c e n t e r l i n e to 32 f e e t from 
c e n t e r l i n e to a l l o w c o n s t r u c t i o n of an open-sided c a r p o r t i n 
a R e s i d e n t i a l S i n g l e Family (RSF-5) zone. 
P e t i t i o n e r : Max A. and Helen Krey 
L o c a t i o n : 2015 Overlook D r i v e 

Mr. Krey s t a t e d that h i s hardship was h i s i n a b i l i t y to s h o v e l 
snow from h i s driveway any longer. He r e c e n t l y underwent bypass 
surgery, and f e l t t h a t the c a r p o r t over h i s driveway would enable 
him to park h i s car without having to shovel the snow i n the 
wintertime. 

L i n d a W e i t z e l i n d i c a t e d the p r e f e r e n c e by s t a f f t h a t , i f ap­
proved, the c a r p o r t remain open-sided and open on the f r o n t . 
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A l e t t e r had been r e c e i v e d by Mr. M e l v i n Brower, 2005 P o p l a r , i n 
favor of the p r o p o s a l . 

There were no p u b l i c comments e i t h e r f o r or a g a i n s t the p r o p o s a l . 

POMRENKE/ELMER 4-0 to approve, w i t h the s t i p u l a t i o n t h a t the 
c a r p o r t remain open-sided. 

2. #89-5 C o n s i d e r a t i o n of a request to v a r y some of the r e ­
quirements of the Home Occupation S e c t i o n (5-1-9) of the 
Grand J u n c t i o n Zoning and Development Code to change the 
square footage allowance of the storage a r e a ; to a l l o w 20 
persons per day; to change the signage requirement; and to 
a l l o w p a r t - t i m e h e l p f o r h o l i d a y s and v a c a t i o n s . 
P e t i t i o n e r : P a t r i c i a L. Cowan C o s t e l l o 
L o c a t i o n : 756 Chipeta Avenue 

A g r e a t d e a l of d i s c u s s i o n ensued on t h i s item. C l a r i f i c a t i o n 
was g i v e n to the request, i n that much of the o r i g i n a l request 
was changed by the p e t i t i o n e r i n order to more c l o s e l y comply 
wit h the requirements of a Home Occupation. I t was f e l t t h a t the 
o r i g i n a l request e s t a b l i s h e d the p e t i t i o n e r as a f u l l - f l e d g e d 
b usiness r a t h e r than Home Occupation. T h e r e f o r e , the f o l l o w i n g 
amendments were made to the o r i g i n a l request: 1) to omit the 
request f o r g r e a t e r s i g n allowance (the l i m i t of 2 square f e e t 
being a c c e p t a b l e ) ; 2) to omit the request f o r p a r t - t i m e a s s i s ­
tance i n i t s e n t i r e t y ; 3) to l i m i t the number of persons a r r i v i n g 
at the b u s i n e s s to 9 per day, i n s t e a d of 20; 4) to i n c r e a s e the 
amount of a c c e p t a b l e storage space from 20 square f e e t to 120 
square f e e t . 

F u r t h e r p o i n t s d i s c u s s e d i n c l u d e d p a r k i n g and l a n d s c a p i n g r e ­
quirements, how the business might impact the neighborhood, 
r e t e n t i o n of the r e s i d e n t i a l c h a r a c t e r of the neighborhood, and 
the p e t i t i o n e r ' s d e s i r e to r e s t o r e the home. Her h a r d s h i p , she 
s t a t e d , i n v o l v e d her t r y i n g to provide a s a f e environment f o r her 
daughter to grow up i n ; the square footage of the home being 
i d e a l f o r both the p a r t - t i m e business and r e s i d e n c e ; and the 
c h a r a c t e r of the neighborhood p r o v i d i n g the r i g h t atmosphere f o r 
her unique b u s i n e s s (framing shop).

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POMRENKE/GIBSON 4-0 to approve, s u b j e c t to the f o l l o w i n g s t i p u ­
l a t i o n s : a) t h a t t h e r e be no part-time employees on the premi­
ses, b) t h a t the signage be l i m i t e d to 2 square f e e t , c) that the 
number of persons per day v i s i t i n g the business be i n c r e a s e d to 
10, d) that the s t o r a g e allowance be i n c r e a s e d to a maximum of 
120 square f e e t , e) t h a t a d u s t - f r e e s u r f a c e be p r o v i d e d by the 
p e t i t i o n e r where p a r k i n g i s i n d i c a t e d , f) that the hours of the 
b usiness be l i m i t e d to 10:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. f o u r days per 
week, e x c l u d i n g Sunday, and g) that the p e t i t i o n e r seed the s t r i p 
between the curb and sidewalk. 

There was a g e n e r a l consensus that r e s t o r a t i o n of the o l d e r homes 
i n t h i s a r e a s h o u l d be encouraged, and that s i n c e many of the 
houses were so l a r g e , a home occupation was a p r a c t i c a l a l t e r n a ­
t i v e to d e f r a y i n g the c o s t s a s s o c i a t e d with upkeep. One of the 
p o i n t s mentioned was that the p e t i t i o n e r had the money to begin 
r e s t o r a t i o n r i g h t away and not wait years to s t a r t the renova­
t i o n . 

The meeting was adjourned at 9:06 a.m.
