George,

For your information from this mornings Gen. Mtg. on 2101 Patterson. The proposal right now is to
expand the footprint of the apartment building that burned this past summer I think, by some 900 to 1,000
sq. ft. However, the old building had 15 apartments on three (3) stories. The new proposed building after
the remodel and expansion would have 14 apartments on two (2) stories, so the proposal would lose one
(1) apartment dwelling overall. There is an existing apartment building in the back of the lot that has 8
units.

In the future, they would like to add a total of 50 units over multiple buildings for just under 80 units
maximum and would like Staff comments on the requirements for that as well.
