Cournciiman, Ed 3trnad suggested that the Adrport Manager lock over the
Terminal Building plans to determine if 1t would be possible to build ancther
stery onte the Terminal for Gmmiea‘e.ioma Center location, le.nd have all the
infermation necessary so that there would be no delay when changes of comstructien

plans are considered.,
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Attorney Ashby reported that he was negotiating with Mr. Currier in an
attempt to obtain the necessary property requested by the F, A. A. for a
clear zone on the Airport main runway. He also reported that County Attorney,
Tom Younge, was negotiating with Silman Smith and that they expected to be
able to obtain the necessary property in the near future.

It was also explained by Carl Alstatt that there was approximately
$4,900.00 remaining in a separate fund on the previous building program which
could be used for paying the land acquisition costs.
