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connected with distribution of free literature of a religious nature, and the 

hundreds of denomonational organizations, which might request the same, it would 

be best to deny this request and to ask the Christian Science people to remove 

the literature they now have in the lobby. Motion carried. 

The final budget for the Airport was then presented. As the final budget 

was the same as the tentative budget which was presented at the October 9th meeting, 

there was little discussion on it and a motion was made by Ed McCormick and seconded 

by Henry J. Tupper that the budget be approved. Motion carried. 

The Airport Manager then reported that the F.A.A. plans to have all of their 

equipment in the Tower by February 1st and will have a dedication ceremony at that 

time. He suggested that an Open House be held some time in the spring. 

The Airport Board was informed that the Yellow Cab people were filing a 

petition with the P.U.C. for a new rate from the Airport into Grand Junction, based 

on $1.80 for each person. 

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 5:10 P.M. 
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
