Chatvman Colescott asked Clerk Ford to report on what he found out about Liability
Insurance at the Alrport for the new volunteer crash and rascue crew. Fard said he
checked with several Insurance careiers who veported under Public Liability Coverage
at the Afrport, the volunteers would be covered as long as they are acting for the
Authority. He said further checks should bé made {nto the workmens compensation.
and health-accident insurance for these men. Colescott asked Ford to furhter check
into these matters.

Harvey Rose reported on the Alrpori Manager selection committee, which includes
Rose, Lavry Kosizek and Edwin S. Lamm. Four top applicants were chosen, and four
back ups. The Baékgrcuad and salavy reguirements of the efght were revicwed by
Kosizek, and 1t was decided to invite thres of them for interviews, keep ten others
on hand, and vule cut the other applicants. A total of 81 applications were received.
It was also informally decided to rule ocut those applicants who indicated salaries
in the $20,000.00 range, because the Authority could not afford to pay that.

Architect John Porter reviewed the process whereby contractor Aubvey Harwood was
chosen contractor for the terminal expansion project with a $5,000.00 fee. He went
over the contract document to be signed with Harwood, and 1t was decided that the
Architects would report to the Authority at each meeting. Wadlow moved the Architect
prepare the contract and that the Chaivman be authorized to sign after it 1s reviewed
by Attorney Ashby. Anderson seconded the motion and {t passed.

Anderson reported on a2 committes of Byrom, MWadlow, and himself, on the crash
and rescue unit. He said they decided a good, wolunteer crew was very important,
and that the Authority could not now justify a full five department crew at the Alrport
at this time.
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He outlined plans to train the already Alrport assigned policemen as
emergency crash and vescue personnal. Byrom veported several Alrporis already
have adopied this 1dea.

Aeropiane Restaurant Cuwner Dick Pond veminded the Authority that his Jease i3
coming up. Anderson suggested the need to start negotfations on a new lease. based
on the move to the new buildirg.

Chairman Colescott asked when & budget session might be held, and Byrom suggested
the next meeting.

The meeting adjourned at 5:45 P.M.

UWadiocw seconded the motion,
which possed. Anderson then moved that all vecommendations in the audit be
adopted by January 1, 1974, Kozisek seconded this motion, which carried. The
Ruthority membars then discussed how %o tmplament the recommendations.

firchitect Roberi Van Deusen veporied on the terminal addition. He gave the
resulés of bids on electrical wawks machanical, and painting, with the low bidders
as follows: £lectrical, B & B Electric, $6,300.00 ...

The Chalrman of the Chamber Aviation Comnittes, Roéer Schoibe, sald his group
urgad the Autherdty to write a Job description for the menagers 3ob, and plédge
assistence in the seleciion of the wamager. He said the new manager should have
seme business experience. He alse said the various Teasees at the Airport seem to
feel there i3 no rush to hire a new mannger. WWald, Hall.cong of the Alrport leasess
said the manager should bz someone who will not taks three years o break in. Mamber
Andarson sald he felt the man should have experience with the F. A. A., grant
programs. and successtul business experdence.

Membar Yadiow said he favored the higher sataries individual out of the two
interviewed, and Chaivman Colescott said he felt that whoever 1 hived should have
the support of all members of the Authority. Membar Lam sald he felt sowme time
Tiwmit should be placed on the hiring of a new managar. It was informaliy decided
the watier would be gontinued after Gus Byvem returas from vacaiion, and Mr. Colesgoth
and Byrom can work up a Job description.

Ctierk Ford reported Yorkmans Gémp?ehens%ve insurance can be obfained for the
voluitesy rescue men for $7.00 per wman per year, or $154.00 for the 22 voluntesrs,
Lamm moved this be purchased.

Several Authority members said they felt the price or the Currier property was
way tco high, but alse admitied 1T the matter went to condemmation there was no way
to pradict 1F a Jury might award a higher price or not.

e made a propesal fo glve Halter Hall some additional offilce space just West of his
prasent booth aren, and wove Budget Rental Car Just lYest of the new Hall space. Dan
Halverson of Hertz Car Rental objected and said Natiomal should be offerad this more
cholce space first. After much discussion it was decided to offer the space %o Hational
Car Rental, then to Hertz and Avis, and Budget ia that ovder, if National refuses,

The possibility of wmoving the Frontier Security Buiiding for use by Hertz and the
new Afrport Manager was discussed, and the Board agreed that terwinel addition
Contractor Harwood should do the renovation in the new waiting voom.

Chairmen Colescott recommended Aevoplane Restaurant swner Dick Pond be given a
90 day lease exiension, with the new manager negotiating a new lesse. Everyone agreed.

Byrom showed the Autherity three different price and type of chairs for the new
security avea, and all agreed to purchase the one costing $17.95 each.

The Board adjourned at 6:05 P.M., in agreemsnt that no meeting would ba held

on Christmas Eve.
