Rich Fall on their
performance., iir. Dunn said he never appreciated the staff as
much as  he has during this past month. It had been a good
nonth, and he appreciated all the help.

Chairman Dunn said the new ARirport HManager, MNike Boggs,
would not be iﬂ attendance until 9:80 a.m. and would be
introduced at that time.

MApproval Sentenber 1-8 Hinutes.

Dir. Clark moved the i#inutes of the September 1, 1083
meeting, reconvened on e r 8, 1983, be agoroved as written.
Dir, White seconded the motion. Dir. Cornelison said the Minutes
were not in order and he would like to c¢o over them. iz sald a
quorum as described 1n the Adrport Bvlaws was not present &Lrlng
the last part of the meeting, following the Exzecutive Session;
and we nust be careful to be in comﬁliaﬂce. Dir, Cornelison said
we did something in the meeting i that was wrong, and we have
Counsel present to help us with these matters. Dir. Clark zaia
Attv. Hall is temporary Counsel while his partner is ouit of town,
Dir. Cornelison said Counsel 1s to keep the Board out of
migchief. Dir. Barnett suggested the motion be tabled until
Counsel has had a chance to review the Bylaws and research the
number of members necessary to make up a guorum. Dir. Cornelison
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referred the Doard to the ;Ullvaolﬁ part oif the 3ylaws. Acty.
Hall said no motiong were made and no decisions were made. lie
also stated he was not a ?arlznen“%rlan. Dir,. BRBarnett again
suggested this be tabled and approved at the next meeting after
our Attorney has had time Lo research the problem, Dir., {Clark

withdrew her motion. Dir. White said the portion of the meeting
in question, which followed the IExecutive Session, was a report
by Hr, Sperber and was strictly housekeeping items
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Mr. Dernath said nothing can be discussed in an  Bxecutive
Session other than the matters specified. Atty. Hall sazid only
the Avis 1ift station and the lawsuit was discussed, and no
decizsions were made. Chairman Dunn said no matters other than
those mentioned by Atty. Hall were discussed by the Board in
Bxecutive Session. All other matters were discussed after the
regular meeting had reconvened. Mr. Bernath said any matters

approved in an Executive Session need to be made public, Dir,
Clark =aid we can resolve this with Coungel, and Dir. Barnett
said we must be gsure that our HMinutes are correct. Dir. Love
said he doesn't see anything wrong with the way the meeting and
the !inutes were done, and we should approve the ilinutes. Dir.
Cornelison said he would like to have a legal opinion, Chairman
Dunn said Counsel will do some research and see if the meeting
wag conducted correctly. Approval of the HMinutes was postponed
to the October Gth meeting.

Twenty 1ines need to be changed over o
aliminate the switch, and the line charges will dron. Bell,
Westcom and the tenants will work toegether for the changeover.
Dir. Darnstt asked if these lines are connected to various
computers, and Hr., Wendland said they are not through the P3BX
switch.

Avis Lift Station: Chairman Dunn gaid that in
researching this problem through Isbill, all three service areas
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are invelved in the station (Service Area 5ii 3; and 4).
The Authority had engaged Armstrong and # ciates to do a
preliminary review, the results of which have been given to the
rent a cars and the Board Iembers this morning, Dir. White asked
1f this means that one station has been designed for all thres
spaces? Chairman Dunn said ves, and the rent a cars will have to
work this out among themselves.
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Mr., Brach asked i1f the City will operate this,., Chairman Dunn
said once the 1lift station is installed, the City will take it
over and pay for all the power and operation costs. r. Cyphers

asked if this will be a cost to the rent a cars now, and Chairman
Dunn said there iz nothing in the rent a car contract that has
the Awvthority involved in the installation of the lift station.
Chairman Dunn said the Board was not previously aware that all
three areas would be involved.

Atty. Hall said the letter the Board authorized him to send
to Avis asked that the contract be reviewed by Avis' Counsel and
for them to show obligation of the Authority. Atty. Hall said he
¢id not believe the Authority had such an obligation under the
contract,. Dir. Barnett gaid there are alternatives to this that
need to be diszscussed. Dir. White said only one lift station is
needed to serve all three locations. Chairman Dunn said wve
appreciate the rent a car agencies; the Board will work with
them, and asked the rent a cars for their support and commenis.

Mr, Bestgen sald Avis was under the assumption that this had
been discussed at previcws Board meetings when it had Dbeen
assumed that only one service area was afifected, Atty. Hall said
a decision has not been made, but in his opinion the Authority
is not under obligation. Hr., DRestgen said this could go on for
months and soconer or later one of the rent a cars will have to
put  in the station and pay for it. Dir., White said the DBoard
needed to give the rent a cargs a decision. Chairman Dupn  said
that in order for the Doard to make the right decigion, this
needs to go through the attornevs. Mr. Bestgen said he is not
familiar with the contract. INMr. Cyphers said the contracti states
"all wutilities will be made available®, Chairman Dunn said we
will research this and abide by the contract.

Cornelison oald he thinks there ghould
e sidewalks aleong the entire length of the curbing so Deople can
use chem tO accesg the existing walkﬂ and not have to walk around
their cars. Dir. Love sald to give these alternatives to Hanager
Boggs. Dir., Clark said it is the concensus of the Doard to let
the Uanager make this decigion.

Junction for contract supervision were excessive and had
auhhorizeé only three trips and had not gigned the contract.
Land Design made the three trips and has reguested f£inal payment.
fir. Liston made a trip down here last week to review the final
checklist and will be writing the Board a letter regarding the
items that need to be completed and will sian off on the Clarke
and Younger contract when Lhe items are completed, This trip was
1ot one of them, and will be bBilled oegarate?j at the rate of
S45,00/hour or $180.00 total. Mrg. Harms recommended that the
Clarke and Younger retainage not be paid until this letter is
received and work completed,
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Dir. Love moved that the Board authorize !lanager Boggs to
nay the f£inal bill in the amount of $686.01, after review of the
contract and correspondence, Dir. Clark seconded the motion
which passed unanimously.

5. Insurance Consulitant. Chairman Dunn said a letter had
een received from the insurance consultant, Hr. 3urgen5. Also,
he Adlrport Insurance Committee had asked #r Kyle Dufford to

r the Committee. Dir. Barnett said ﬂe have an active

ance Committee and that it would be a waste of public money
hire a consultant. As long as the specifications are detailed
put out in a timely manner (60 days ahead), the Committes
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will provide the same services as the consultant, Dir., Clark
said she has no problem using the Alrport Insurance Committee,

Question was raised as to whether the agencies represented on the

Insurance Committee would bhe able to bid. Dir. Love said he has
no problem with them bidding on the Alrport insurance. Dir.
White said he has some reservations regarding whether the
specifications could be drawn up to skew the bidding. Dir. Love

sald this would be a problem if only one person was on
Commititee, but with three there would be no problem.

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r. Cornelison said we need to have a professgional on &
Committee, and he is willing to spend the money to get one. He
does not guestion the integrity of the men on the Insurance
Committee, but the consultant in question is very well gqualified.
He noted that in Jurgens' gualifications, there are a lot of
public agencies. However, he would like to have two more bids
from other coasultants. Chairman Dunn said he had talked with
local »eople who have. been hired as consultants and feel that the
local wpeople are as qualified to do this as iir. Jurgens. He

]
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added he would go along with the majority of the Doard in that an
outside consultant is not needed. Dir. Cornelison asked if the
local consultants had specific experience in studving airport
needs. Dir, Barnett sald we have local people with better
credentials  than this man has, and if we are going to hire an

independent consultant let us do so locally on an hourly basis,
Dir. Cornelison asked that the Board hire an expert, Dir.
Barnett said there are cualified people in town.

Dir. Clark moved that the Board go with the three member
Alrport Insurance Committee and appoint Mr. Zyvle Dufford to this
Committee; and that they provide specifications and allow a 60-
day bid period. Dir, Love seconded the motion. Dir. Barnett
said the only unusual coverage iz the general liabiliiy coverage,
and he would recommend the bids be sgplit with the Alrport

1

liability separate f£rom the other insurance coverage. Dir. Clark
said she would ammend her motion te includ this, Dir. White
ashed about the insurance conpanies giving the Airport a S0-day
notice of cancellation before the expiration of the policy, as
some of the Alrport insurance had lapsed. Mrs. Harms said the
policy had not lapsed and had been bound by the company in

Jguestion. Dir., Barneitt said he would offer his servicez Lo
oversee this Committee. Chairman Dunn called for a vote and the
motion passed unanimously.

Rir. Cornelison moved that we delay implementing this motion

for thirty davs to allow Hanager Boggs to look this over and make
recommendations, Dir., Clark said she had assumed that this was
already a part of the motion to include the Hanager. lanager
Zoggs said he had just finished going through this sgituation

Bishop bhe written a letter regarding this solution for the
handicapped.

7. Alr Preight Gate: Mrs., Harms sald the sigpnage for the
air <£freight gate would be the first to be completed since it
would e in use between October 1st and the 15th.
