Summary (crime scenes activity, court appearances, complex cases, use of
resources, problems or unusual events):

Fruita Police Department requested assistance from our Forensic Investigators to help process
the scene of a homicide. The Colorado Bureau of Investigation (CBI) did not have any Crime
Scene Investigators available locally. We sent three employees to the scene and one employee to

process the suspect at the hospital.

We received a TruNarc handheld narcotics identification system from CBI. The TruNarc is on
loan to the department for 6 months while the device is evaluated. It will be used by the Street
Crimes unit. What makes the TruNarc unit unique is its ability to scan and detect drugs though a
plastic bag. The Officer does not need to handle the suspect drugs as they would with traditional

chemical tests. This device retails for around $20,000.
