The front gable roof extends over

the entry door creating a slightly asymmetrical layout under the gable. A pair of double

hungs is centered on the remaining wall of the front gable. A picture window flanked by a

double hung on each side is located on the remainder of the side wing wall. A

rectanqular brick chimney is applied to the face of the south wall and a pair of double

hungs is centered on the peak beyond. The gable ends are infilled with vertical siding

with scalloped ends that overlap the horizontal_siding below. A small rectangular ventis

located in each peak. The bargeboards are thin and curve downward at the eave,
transitioning_to the flat soffit. A freestanding prefabricated carport is located on the south
side.
