The
discovery of significant sources of Uranium in the region initiated development in Grand

Junction that supported both the mining_of the materials and the administration of

programs related to the development of weapons. The building types, materials and

neighborhood layout are all indicative of the national trends which were driven by the

proliferation of the automobile and the enormous demand for single family homes.

House designs departed from the romantic and revival styles that were prevalent in the
earlier part of the 20th century and took on a California inspired design that was

characterized by simple horizontally proportioned forms. Houses were typically mass

produced on previously undeveloped tracts of land at the periphery of earlier

development. These groups of houses were typically based on one_or two plan types
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with a limited number of roof and exterior finish variations, further reinforcing the

characteristics of mass production,
