General architectural description: The house is a moderate sized, generally rectangular

wood frame building. It is composed of several additive volumes: the primary form is

rectangular with a moderately pitched side gable roof. The ridge runs north/south and

the principal façade faces east. The cross gabled roof is the same pitch with a lower

ridge line and proiects to the east covering an open porch. The roof is supported by four

square posts which sit on a Iowwall and carry a simple entablature with a wall above.

The porch volume is set in equally from both corners of the main form. An entry door is

located on the main wall under the porch as are two large double hung windows. The

north side of the building has a shallow square bay near the front corner. It has a pair of

vertically proportioned double hung windows on its face, and a small shed roof covers

the top. Another pair of double hungs is located at the far corner. Similar windows are

on the rear and south side. A rectangular deck is located on the south side. The roof has

a large overhang, supported by triangular brackets: the bargeboards are simple and the

remainder of the roof has exposed rafter tails. The siding is a narrow wood clapboard

with metal corner caps. The house sits on a concrete foundation.

42. Statement of significance: This house is representative of the early suburban

development that occurred adiacent to the original core of the city on previously

agricultural lands. The town expanded first on the historic arterial streets and then

infilled the interior of the grid. This area of town reflects the City’s transition, from early

suburban development on a small scale to larger production style development during

more rapid expansion. Though the automobile was a factor in the location of new

development, the small modest houses that were built did not integrate the car into the

design. The craftsman style was particularly popular during this period of time.
