The primary form has a side gable roof that runs east/west and the principal fagcade
faces south. The roof has a minimai overhang on the gable ends and a larger overhang
on the principal facade, with an additional roof extension over the entry door and the

principal window. The main roof has a small step down over the attached former garage.

The garage volume sits on the west end with the entry door adjacent to the right. A large

picture window with vertical units on each side sits to the right of the entry. On the

remainder of the facade, a single window unit is centered on the space between the

picture window and a pair of window units near the east corner. The former garage

opening is infilled with a sliding glass door with some wood infill. The main section of the

house_is raised on a concrete foundation and a2 ramp accesses the entry door._ A raised

patio sits in front of the principal window. A garage and breezeway are attached to the

house on the rear. The gable ends are infilled with horizontal siding.
