General architectural description: The house is a simple rectangular masonry house

with a side gable roof. The ridge runs east/west and the principal facade faces south. The

roof has a deep overhang on the main facade and a low pitched front gable sits on the

western end in line with the eave. The front gable covers and area of wall plane that

proiects slightly out from the main facade. The entry door sits on the main side gable

wall. adiacent to the step in the wall. The entry is covered by the cantilevered edge of

the front gable and a concrete landing with three steps and a metal railing front the door.

A large picture window is located to the right of the door and has double hungs flanking

each side. Further to the east, a single double hung is centered between the picture

window and the pair of double hungs on the far corner. The double hungs have

aluminum frames and share the same sill height. To the west, under the front gable, a

garage door sized opening is infilled with vertical wood siding and a large slider window.

The brick veneer has a soldier course at the point where it meets the concrete foundation

and sloped sills under each window. A wood trim board runs along the top of the

windows separating the brick field from the soffit. The gable ends are infilled with

vertical wood siding with a small vent just at the peak. There are two small basement

windows in the front wall. On the east end there is a smaller vertical double hung toward

the back of the wall. A small shed roof addition is attached at the rear.

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neighborhood layout are all indicative of the national trends which were driven by the

proliferation of the automobile and the enormous demand for single family homes.

House designs departed from the romantic and revival styles that were prevalent in the

earlier part of the 20th century and took on a California inspired design that was

characterized by simple horizontally proportioned forms. Houses were typically mass

produced on previously undeveloped tracts of land at the periphery of earlier

development.
