General architectural description:__This is a horizontally proportioned rectangular house
with an_asymmetrical side gable roof. The main ridge runs eastiwest and the principal

fagade faces south. The entry door is generally centered on the length of the fagade with

a large picture window to the left. The picture window is flanked by a casement style

window on each side. A similar window is located further to the left on a small projecting

section of wall. The far right of the main facade has a single car garage; to the left of the

door is a narrow _arched opening in the brick wall with a door set in the recess. A pair of

casements and a small double hung window occupy the remainder of the wall to the main

entrance. The roof plane has two small steps in the surface; one aligned with the step in
the wall plane and one centered on the small double hung. This results in a slightly

lower ridge in the center section. The brick walls extend to the underside of the soffit and
the window and door head align with the soffit as well. The gable ends are infilled with
horizontal siding, which runs down into the window openings where the window head is
lower than the eave line. The main fagcade has a deep roof overhang and the north side
of the building has a |lower eave line, creating the asymmetrical roof shape. A brick

chimney sits on the rear wall plane_near the west end.
