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General architectural description:_This is a substantial wood frame structure with a

single large hipped roof volume. Lower hipped roof sections engage at either end of the
main volume. The main ridge runs east/west and the principal facade faces south. The

entry is located on the main wall, but off center to the right creating an asymmetrical
fagcade composition. Two large fixed windows are |located to either side, the_ east is two

panels with three horizontal muntins in each; the west has two horizontal and one vertical

muntin_in the upper section and_a single pane_in the lower. A set of concrete steps is

located justin_front of the door._To the east a series of casement windows_run_to the

corner and sit below an_engaged hipped roof. The lower volume extends only a couple
of additional feet to the_east but the roof returns on the main_wall_at_least that distance.
