Ms. Peterson stated the local police report was conducted
and no problems were reported; the report from C.B.l. is still pending. Code
Enforcement reported the premise was posted in a timely manner. The health, fire and
sales tax reports are in compliance. Ms. Peterson read the results of the survey into
the record (see attached report). During the reading of the report, Ms. Peterson
noticed the letter with the result findings was incorrectly stated. Questions 2. stated the
application was for a "modification of premises" and this is for a new license. Ms.
Peterson was able to look at the survey and determine the question was correctly
presented on the survey.

Mr. Shaver asked Mr. Chiou who conducted the survey. Mr. Chiou stated he did. Mr.
Shaver asked how the survey was presented. Mr. Chiou said that he gave the survey
to them to read, he did not try to explain the questions as even he was confused

and misunderstood question 2.

Mr. Coebergh asked if there was anyone present in opposition. There being no one
present, Mr. Coebergh stated the requirements have been met and he

authorized the issuance of this license. The City Clerk's office will prepare a
resolution for his signature.

Dena Chestnut with Modern World Cabaret LLC was present, but late. Mr. Coebergh stated
this was continued until December 1, 2004. Mr. Coebergh asked if Ms. Chestnut knew why
the application was submitted late. Ms. Chestnut stated that something to do with sending it to
the wrong place. Mr. Coebergh stated this is not what was submitted in writing to the Clerk's



Office, so that this will still be continued until December 1, 2004 and they must have someone
present at that hearing.

Zen Garden, Inc. filed an application with the Local Licensing Authority on
October 18, 2004 for a new hotel and restaurant liquor license permitting sales of
malt, vinous and spirituous liquors by the drink for consumption on the premises
at 2886 North Avenue under the trade name of Zen Garden. The application and
supplementary documents were reviewed, found to be in order and accepted. A
copy was sent to the State Liquor Enforcement Division for a Concurrent Review.
The hearing date was set for November 17, 2004. The Notice of Hearing was
given by posting a sign on the property on or before November 7, 2004 and by
publishing a display ad in the Daily Sentinel on November 5, 2004.

In order to address the reasonable requirements of the neighborhood and the
desires of the adult inhabitants of the neighborhood, the applicant conducted a
survey. The neighborhood was defined as the area bounded on the North by
Orchard Avenue, on the South by D 2 Road, on the East by 29 2 Road, and on
the West by 28 V2 Road. The results of that survey are as follows:

1. As an owner of property in the neighborhood, an employee or a business
lessee of property in the neighborhood, and/or an inhabitant residing in the
neighborhood for more than six months each year, | believe the
reasonable requirements of the neighborhood are already being met by
other existing outlets.

10 were disqualified for being out of the designated boundary.



2. As an inhabitant who resides in the neighborhood for more than six
months each year, it is my desire that the application for modification of
premises be approved.

42 disqualified were businesses who answered No. 2 which did not
apply to businesses.

10 were disqualified for being out of the designated boundary.
The Grand Junction Police Department has investigated the individuals for local
criminal history. The fingerprints have been forwarded to CBI for further
processing. Reports have been requested by the Grand Junction Fire
Department, Code Enforcement, Mesa County Health Department, and City of
Grand Junction Sales Tax Department.
The number of similar-type outlets in the survey area is as follows:

Hotel and Restaurant — 3 (Rib City Grill, Texas Roadhouse, Tierra Blanca
Family Mexican Restaurant)

The number of similar-type outlets in a one mile area in addition to the above:
Hotel and Restaurant — 1 (Tequila’s)
