• ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: One story with side gable. Concrete foundation. Concrete step and stoop with wrought Iron railings. Small, gabled
portico over entry has segmental arch cefling and is supported by triple, staggered wail beams. Door on east corner of facade is paneled with nine lights
and is flanked by fluted pilasters. Windows are double hung wood sash, sbc-over-six and eight-over-eight. Louvered shutters. Aluminum storm windows.
Siding is cream colored lapped vinyl. Door and window surrounds, shutters, portico, rake boards are dusty rose. Gray composition shingle roof. Eaves
close to the wall. Gabled addition across rear, with wood deck. Rake boards. Brick chimney on north slope. Fut height fireplace chimney on north
elevation.

Landscaped with lawn, bed of annuals in arc across facade and an ash free on west lawn. Wood fence around backyard. Cottonwoods in parking
area. Square concrete ashpft by alley.
