21. General architectural description: This is a modest one story wood frame house with a

rectangular plan: the principal facade faces north. The main part of the house has a

pyramidal roof that ends in a central brick chimney. A low hipped roof form is applied to

the front of the house: the central pad of the roof is continuous with the main roof plane.

The hipped roof section has a single entry door off center to the left. A larae picture

window flanked by double hungs sits on the wall to the left of the door and a pair of

casement style windows sit on the wall to the right. The east side of the house has

another pair of casements close to the front corner. Two vertically Drooortloned double

hung windows are located on the side walls of the pyramidal roof form. A shed roofed

addition extends off the rear of the building with a single horizontally proportioned

window opening.

42. Statement of significance: The development in this area is a result of early land

speculation. Developers bought large areas of land outside the city center, subdivided

them and sold oft ten acre tracts for the purpose of fruit orchard development. Future fruit

growers were enticed by the promoter’s promises of high quality land and success in the

industry. The houses that were built on these orchard tracts reflect the modest traditional

styles of the period combined with the success of the individual farmer.
