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General architectural description:__This is a rectangular plan masonry building with

horizontal proportions. The ridge runs east/west and the principal fagade faces south.

The building_is generally symmetrical with two entries facing the street._On the east side

of the facade, the entry door is has a pair of steel casements located to the left and a steel
picture window with flanking casements to the right. The picture window unit is a couple
of feet from the corner of the building. A set of concrete stairs with metal railings access
the_entry. Windows of similar size and pattern are located below the main level windows

on_the basement level and are partially visible from the street. On the west side of the
facade, the same pattern is mirrored. A large area of blank wall separates the two
groupings. The roof is a medium pitched hipped roof with small gables revealed at the
ends of the ridge. The building has moderate overhangs that are consistent throughout.
One brick chimney is located off the ridge to the rear generally on the building center.

42, Statement of significance:_The development in this area is a_direct result of the nation’s
involvement in WWII and the drive for the development of nuclear weapons. The

discovery of significant sources_of Uranium in the region initiated development in Grand

Junction that supported both the mining of the materials and the administration of
programs related to the development of weapons. The building types, materials and
neighborhood layout are all indicative of the national trends which were driven by the
proliferation of the automobile and the enormous demand for single family homes.

House designs departed from the romantic and revival styles that were prevalent in the

earlier part of the 20th century and took on a California inspired design that was

characterized by simple horizontally proportioned forms. Houses were typically mass

produced on previgusly undeveloped tracts of land at the periphery of earlier

development. This is a relatively unusual example of a duplex. Multi-family buildings
are typically found at the periphery of concurrent single family development.
