General architectural description:_This is a small wood frame house with a central
pyramidal roof and several additive forms. A front gable extends off the pyramid roof to
the north, sharing the western roof plane with the pyramid roof. A low pitched hipped
roof sits in the corner ¢ll created by the front gable and pyramid forms. The main entry
door is located on the face of the hip roofed wall with large areas of glass to either side.
