Manchester stated that he did not this time because since their last event, the status of
the facilities has not changed.

City Attorney Shaver said in reference to 12-48-103, C.R.S. regarding that existing
licensed facilities are unavailable or inadequate for the purpose of serving members or
guests of the organization and that additional facilities are necessary by reason of the
nature of the special event, the statute has been complied with, and he recommended
approval.

Hearing Officer Grattan agreed and approved the application for a special events
permit.
