21. General architectural description: This is a wood frame house with a very low pitched

gable roof. The ridge runs east/west and the principal facade faces east. The house is

comprised of two rectangular sections which are offset from each other along the line of

the ridge. The main entry is on the rear of the house and the principal façade overlooks

the neighborhood below. The north side of the house has a two car garage and the entry

path runs along the east side of the garage volume to the inside corner of the eli created

by the shifting volumes. A large picture window is located beyond the entry to the left.

The principal facade has large areas of glass combined with areas of vertical siding, that

mimic the form of the low pitched gable end. A porch runs across the width of the façade.

The basement level is exposed to the outside below the porch. A long rectangular stone

chimney sits on the ridge near the principal facade. The walls adiacent to the garage

doors are brick and the reminder of the walls have a mixture of wood siding materials.

The roof overhang is supported by purlins that extend through the wall plane.

The

discovery of significant sources of Uranium in the region initiated development in Grand

Junction that supported both the mining of the materials and the administration of

programs related to the development of weapons. The building types, materials and

neighborhood layout are all indicative of the national trends which were driven by the

proliferation of the automobile and the enormous demand for single family homes.

House designs departed from the romantic and revival styles that were prevalent in the

earlier part of the 20th century and took on a California inspired design that was

characterized by simple horizontally proportioned forms. This house is located in a
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neighborhood of larger, unique and more high style houses, possibly due to the proximity

to the hospital and the hillside location.
