General architectural description:_This is a one story wood frame house with a medium

pitched side gable roof. The principal fagade faces south with a symmetrical layout. The
entry door is centered on_the building and has a low pitched aluminum shed roof

covering the entry. The entry roof is supported by thin metal decorative supports and

extends over the width of the concrete stoop. A pair of double hung windows are located

to the east and west of the entry. The concrete stoop extends to the east and has steps
ariented toward the driveway adjacent to the house.

development that occurred adjacent to the original core of the city on previously

agricultural lands. The town expanded first on the historic arterial streets and then

infilled the interior of the grid. This area of town reflects the City's transition, from early

suburban development on a small scale to larger production style development during

more rapid expansion. Though the automobile was a factor in the location of new

development, the small modest houses that were built did not integrate the car into the

design. These early suburban examples were compact houses with simple forms and

simple materials, based on traditional styles.
