This structure is located within the original platted area of Grand Junction and was

representative of the 1890s town building.

Robert Bolles, a Colorado Springs investor, is the 1898 owner of 552 Main. It sewed its
community in a wide variety of uses—grocery, feed store, office, restaurant, photography
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studio, barber, and shoe shine—before its 1920 purchase by ArthurT. Gormley. His Mesa
County Building & Loan Association, at 552 Main since ca. 1930, grew in to Mesa Federal
Savings & Loan Association. The financial institution remained at 552 Main through at
least 1957. The White Star Barber Shop occupied the adjoining 550 Main side of the
building ca. 1926-1 949.
