4. 	The Petitioners agree that they shall at all times keep the above described public right-of- 
way and the facilities authorized pursuant to this Permit in good condition and repair. 
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5. 	This Revocable Permit for landscaping, irrigation and a masonry screen wall shall be 
issued only upon concurrent execution by the Petitioners of an agreement that the Petitioners and 
the Petitioners' successors and assigns shall save and hold the City of Grand Junction, its 
officers, employees and agents harmless from, and indemnify the City, its officers, employees 
and agents, with respect to any claim or cause of action however stated arising out of, or in any 
way related to, the encroachment or use permitted, and that upon revocation of this Permit by the 
City the Petitioners shall, at the sole expense and cost of the Petitioners, within thirty (30) days 
of notice of revocation (which may occur by mailing a first class letter to Petitioners' last known 
address), peaceably surrender said public right-of-way and, at their own expense, remove any 
encroachment so as to make the described public right-of-way available for use by the City, the 
County of Mesa, the State of Colorado, the Public Utilities or the general public.
