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From the Colorado Liquor Enforcement Division

The Colorado Liquor Enforcement Division’s enforcement
program is statewide and is made up of three enforcement
teams. Ken Peterson manages the Division’s overall
enforcement program out of the Division’s principal office in
Lakewood. Ken has over 25 years of law enforcement
experience. He worked with the Aurora Police Department,
the Colorado Attorney General’s Office and the Division of
Racing Events prior to coming to work for Liquor
Enforcement in 1999.

The Southern team is managed out of Pueblo and also
has field offices in Grand Junction and Colorado Springs.
This team covers the Western Slope, San Luis Valley,
southeastern Colorado and the metropolitan 1-25 corridor
south of Castle Rock. Investigator Supervisor Jim
Anderson, based out of the Division’s Pueblo office,
manages the Southern team. Jim has been with the
Division since 1979 and is familiar with Colorado’s liquor
industry and is an expert resource for industry members.
Investigator Brian Osterhouse assists Jim in the Pueblo
office.

Investigators Brian Turner and Brian Dyet are stationed
in the Division’s Grand Junction office. They cover the
Western Slope and are available to provide assistance for
licensees located in this area. They can be contacted at
248-7133.

Licensees who have problems with minors using or
attempting to use false ID’'s should call the Division’s
investigative staff for assistance. They will work with
licensees in detecting and arresting minors who use false
ID’s, and to investigate other matters and provide liquor law
training classes.

LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

On March 22, 2001, Governor Bill Owens
vetoed House Bill 01-1209 which would have
permitted retail liquor stores to provide tastings of
malt, vinous or spirituous liquor by employees of that
establishment. The tastings were required to be no
more than one ounce of malt or vinous liquor or one-
half ounce of spirituous liquor. This bill also lost a
House of Representatives vote to override the
Governor’s veto on March 26, 2001.

On March 19, 2001, House Bill 01-1015
became law, which added a requirement to the
application for a transfer of ownership of a liquor-
licensed establishment. Such an application must
now also contain a statement that all accounts or
alcoholic beverages sold to the applicant are paid.
This law takes effect on July 1, 2001.

There are two other bills which are currently
being considered in the State legislature. The first
does not have any effect on any of the licenses
currently held in the City of Grand Junction. House
Bill 01-1297 creates a violation of the Liquor Code if a
retail gaming tavern liquor licensee which is licensed
only for on-premise consumption knowingly permits a
person to leave with an alcoholic beverage. The
second bill Senate 01-156 would permit
manufacturer’s licensees to conduct tastings of
spirituous liquor, serve, and sell its liquor on its
premises and at one other licensed sales room
