After receiving the plat,the Planning Commission may mail notices
to notify owners of property surrounding the proposed subdivision of the
time and place of a public hearing regarding the study of such proposed
subdivision.
2. After receiving preliminary approval of the plat,permanent survey monum
ents shall be set to finished grade at all exterior corners of the land to
be subdivided, and approval of the plat shall be obtained from the Utility
Companies which may serve the subdivision and the Fire Department.
3. Within one year after receiving approval of the preliminary plat by
the Planning Commission, after the intermediate steps described in sub
paragraph No. 2 have been completed and at least one week in advance of a
Planning Commission meeting the original and three copies of the final plat
shall be submitted to the Planning Commission for final approval.
k. After receiving final approval by the Planning Coimnission,the original
and one copy of the final plat shall be presented to the Board of County
Commissioners for its acceptance of the areas dedicated to public use.
