‘RLHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION:  One story with side hip on gables. Concrete front slep with wrought iron rallings lead up to smalt gabled portico over
stoop with knee braces. Entry is through flush front door. Symmetrical facade with paired windows on each side. Windows around house are double
hung, wood sash, four vertical lights over one. Metal framed storm doer and windows. White stucco siding with green trim on door and window
surrounds, bargehoards, step and stoop. Gray composition shingle roof with exposed rafter ends.

Landscaped with lawn. Moon flowers and annuals along foundation, climbing roses on wrought iron ralling. Cannas and roses aleng lawn frontage.
Two car garage at rear with front gable, false bevel siding, and attached shed.

HisToRriCAL BACKGROUND (discuss important persans and events associated with this building): Orchard Mesa is a triangle of desert land between the
Gunnison and Colerado Rivers and ths Grand Mesa. By 1880, orchards were planted by homesteaders as they settied into the area. Today, the
orchards are receding under the prassure of subdivisions.

Built ca. 1948, the house was originally owned by Alvin Henderson. The eariiest occupancy Is unclear. Through the early 1950s it is difficult to
determine where residents lived on Orchard Mesa as numbered street addresses did not appear in the Grand Junction City Directories with any
regularity. Grand Junction did not begin to annex Orchard Mesa Into the City until 1966.
