Four sets of concrete steps with wrought iron railings, with two
apartments sharing a stoop. Doors are panelad with a large light. Windows are pairs of wood casements, six lights each. A wing on the north elevation
has a drepped hip roof. On the west elevation is a continuous long wing with an extended shed roof, nearly the full length of the west elevation. White
clapboard siding and doors. Door and window surrounds and raking comices are gray. Gray composition shingle roof. Wing on the south elevation has
a dropped gable roof. Four brick chimneys are spaced along the west slope, On the north wing Is a tall brick chimney on the north slope.
