AACHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION Apartment, two story fiat roof with small crenelles. Foundation skirted with siding. Carpeted concrete steps with wrought
iron railings at the center and at ends of porch. Gabled porch across center half of facade. Siding on half-waD. Four columns across porch are
sheathed with shingles. Openings on east and west sides of porch have segmental arch heads. Four paneled doors, each with six lights. East third,
and west third of facade project as shallow, hill height wings. Windows around house are double hung wood sash, one.over-one. Two transom windows.
one on each side of the facade. First and second story facade each have two small windows with a pair of single lights in metal frames in center of
facade. Siding is light gray wood shingles. Door and window surrounds, steps and roof coping are white. Small enclosed entrance to basement
apartments on east elevation with paneled door. Gabled porch roof, with asymmetrical slopes, has gray composition shingles. Eaves close to the wall.
Eave and rake boards. Main roof is flat with even parapet with crenellations. Coping on parapet. Brick chimney coated with concrete on north end of
flat roof.

Landscaped with lawn. Ornamental concrete urns flank front steps. Two locust trees in parking area.
Two, two car garages at rear with shed roofs, gray composition roll roofing! gray simple drop siding and batten doors. One garage has swinging

doors, the other sliding doors.

Simple
drop siding shows on rear. Additional construction or modifications not noted in Assesso?s records.

HISTORICAL BACKGROuND (discuss important potions and events associated with this building): This house, constructed ca. 1899 and &st appearing in
1904 on the Sanbom Fire Insurance Maps, is one of the few remaining examples of early duplexes In Grand Junction. Eflen Elliott was the absentee
owner of the property ca. 1897-1916. Charles and Christine Latter, the owners Ca. 1917-1934, lived next door in apartment 402 ca. 1921-1924. John W.
and Helen Van Horn were the absentee owners ca. 1937-1941. and Edna and Moulton Chambers the owners ca. 1942 at least through 1951. The
Chambers occupied apartment 416 ca. 1946, with renters In 410, 412, and 414. Remodeled from duplex to four rental units, date unknown.
