ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: One story, hip roof with deck. Concrale steps lead up to sunporch with hip roof extending acrose east three-quarters of
facade. Concrete foundation le expoeed except at porch where it is covered with wood planks, Simple drop siding on half-wall. Glazing Is ribbons of large
single lights. Two full height squared porch posts on comers. Aluminum screen door. Glazed porch door divided with large light surrounded by asmalier
fights. Main door is paneled and has three vertical lights. Large double hung sash and narrow fixed pane window divided with four lights on porch end
wall. Additionat windows are double hung sash, one-over-one. On west facade and west elevation are new single light windows with vinyl frames. Snap

in muntins simulate eight lights. Simple drop wood siding is white. Comer boards,

porch posts, window frames and surrounds, fascia, raking cornice and

diamond shingles of gables are white. Brown composition shingle roof with boxed eaves. Short gabled wing on west facade with kick,and cross gable

on east facade with kick. Both have louvered wood ventilators. Brick chimney in flat peak and full height brick fireplace chimney on east elevation.
Landscaped lawn with small trees and shrub in front yard. Backyard enclosed by wood fence.
Ona car garage, front gable roof with brown composition roll roofing, and white drop siding. Door sealed with flush panels.
