HISTORICAL BACKGROUND (discuss important persons and events associated with this building): The first owners/occupants of this house, ca. 1904-1911,
were Henrietta (Yessen) and Jacob H. Schiesswohl, a realtor specializing in frult and farm properties. They were the absentee owners until ca.
1911-1819. Schiesswohl, who first owned a farm in the Fruita area, purchased the house with the profits he made selling the farm. He moved to Grand
Junction, and In 1908 construcied a two story office building, the Schiesswohl Building. At Sixth and Colorado, it was located next to the Mesa County
Courthouse and actoss from City Hall. Owners Carrie A, and Clifford Jones, a painter, lived in the house ca. 1920-1822. Bert Pinger, a building
contractor/rancher, was the ownerfoccupant ca. 1923-1928. Orosina (Rosina) and Sam Andersen, a carpenter, were the owners occupants ca.
1930-1944. Rosina and Ralph Anderson ware the owners ca. 1945, and Rosina etill the occupant. Orosina also continued to occupy the house.
