ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: One story, cruciform plan with intersecting gables on all four elevations. Coursed red sandstone foundation. Shed roof
porches on the east and west facade symmelrically flank the front wing. A stone step is on each side. The porches each have two turned columns on
the facade, and two reeded railings. Between the railings ara fret work balustrades. The porch frieze has spindles. Front doors on both sides are
boarded up. All doors have squara heads. Windows are tall and namow with relieving arches of two courses of brick. All windows boarded up. Walle
are masonry, lald in common bond painted grey. Porches are grey. Friezes, comices and narrow window ars blue green. lron anchor beams on ali four
elevations. Gray composition shingle roof. A gable in the center of each elevation has a small louvered ventilator. Comices and boxed saves. Brick
chimneys on east and west ridges, and a full height chimney on the south gable wall, have corbeled chimney caps. Filling the intersection between the
west and south wings is a circa 1850 addition with a ehed roof and clapboard walls. Doors and windows are boarded up.

HisToRICAL BACKGROUND (discuss important persons and events associated with this building): J.J. Lumsden, a contractor, was the first ownerfoccupant
af the house, ca. 1895-1904. James W. O'Brien, a miner, and James L. O'Brien, a stenographer for Mesa County Nationat Bank, were the
owners/occupants ca. 1910-1918. Luellen and Leslie A. Hawkins were the awners/residents ca. 1921-1924, and the absentee owner ¢ca. 1925-1927,
Tenants inciuded a helper for the Simpson-Reed Motor Company. Emma G. Hall was the absentee owner, ca. 1830-1838, and the tenants two laborers,
and an engineer with First National Bank. Bela .S. and Alba Mocre, a carpenter, wers the tenants ca. 1841-1944, and the owners/residents ca. 1945

through at least 1851.
