HISTORICAL BACKGROUND (discuss important parsons and events associated with this building): According to the Sanbomn Fira Insurance Maps, this
residence was constructed between 1889 and 1904. George R. Garmrison was the first owner, ca. 1904. Mrs. Hedvig Johnson, widow of John, was the
next absentee owner ca. 1808-1910. Nellie and Gus A. Trechter, an engineer, ware the owners ca. 1914-19195. Mary and George Hartnett were the
absentee owners ca. 1920-1842; and tenants included a driver and a laborer. The housa was vacant ca. 1939-1940. Laura and Jesse Barlow, a
raifroader fiving in 300 Quray (front) were the owners, and Max and Esther Barlow, another railroader, were the occupants ca. 15946-1948. Harry Mott, Jr.,
also a raffroader, was the tenant in ca. 1949.
