Large
fixed pane window in front of porch. Metal storm door. Porch door is glazed. Windows around house are double hung wood sash, one over one, with
metal frame storm windows. White false bevel siding. Window surrounds, corner boards, knee braces, bargeboards and exposed rafter ends are white.
Window frames, porch door and steps are red. Red metal roof. Bargeboards have pointed taBs. Narrow basement windows with three lights. Brick
chimney on cast slope.
