The door is in a shingled wing with a low eave. These varied elements are combined harmaniously. This house is located in the proposed
Merchant/Professional Residential District. Between 1804 and 1940, the city of Grand Junction expanded to the east of the original aquare mile.
Merchants and professionals settied into this area creating a distinctive neighborhood.
