ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION:  Single slory with side gables and battered foundation. Concrete sleps with wrought Iron rallings lead up to gabled,
certered, entry wing. Basket-handle arch overdoor above front door supported by knee braces. Paneled door with light. East and west fzcade have
ribhons of three windows. Outer pair are three vertical over one, central window is five vertical over one. Cther windows are four and five vertical over
one, wood sash. Porte-cochaere on west elevation is supported by square columns. Gray composition shingle roof. Shed roof dormer on south slope i
abutted by entry wing. Brick chimney on north slope.

Split rail fence on east side of lot. Landscaped with lawn, junipers and epirea. Planting bed along driveway, Locust trees In parking area.

STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE (briefly juslify the significance checked above): This Bungalow has an unconventional arched overdoor, and a porle cochere
on the west elevation - a convenience for the burgeoning day of the automobile. This house is located in the proposed Merchant/Professional Residentia
District. Between 1804 and 1940, the city of Grand Junction expanded to the east of the original square mile. Merchants and professionals settied into
this area creating a distinctive neighborhood.
