There are
two wings on west alevation with dropped gables. Windows are double hung wood sash, elght-over-eight. White vinyl clapboard skding; comices and
louvered window shutters are red. Gray composition shingle roof with a brick chimney on the north slope.
Landscaped with hedge around lawn by silewalk and large brick planter across west half of facade. Locust and biue ash trees in parking area.
Garage at rear, ca. 1938, with vinyl siding, side gable, and four light panel entry door.
