Picket fence around back yard containing Red Bud and Missourt
persimmon trees. Front watk and gravel drive.
Carport at rear is wood frame with a flat roof and exposed beams, ca. 1840's.

(Lol and Block books suggest 1948) by R. L. Hoey who owned cabins across the street. Mrs. Blackbum remembers purchasing the house in 1948 from

Jay Tolman, a Mesa Coliege teacher and coach.

STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE (briefly Justify the significance checked above): This Pueblo Revival house represents the middle-class housing expansion
in the early 1840s to the east of the original square mile of the city of Grand Junction. The flat roof and stucco walls had an economic appeal to builders
with limitad resources, Not typical of this style, this house has a raised foundation in keeping with the other houses in the neiphborhood.
