HISTORICAL BACKGROUND (discuss important persons and events associated with this building): Orchard Mesa is a triangle of desert land between the
Gunnison and Colorade Rivers and the Grand Mesa. By 1880, erchards were planted by homesteaders as they settled into the area. Today, the

orchards are receding under the pressure of subdivisions.
Constructed ca. 1544, this was the residence of Frank Marshali, a carpenter, in 1946. Through the early 1950s It is difficult to determine where
residents Kved on Orchard Mesa as numbered street addresses did not appear in the Grand Junction City Directories with any regularity. Grand Junction

did not begin to annex Orchard Mesa into the City until 1966.
